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From April to September,
Florida beaches host the
largest gathering of nesting sea
turtles in the U.S.. Sea turtles
once roamed the oceans by
the millions, but over the past
few centuries, their numbers
have been greatly reduced.
Since 1980, more than 505,595
endangered sea turtles have
been hatched and released
through Miami-Dade Parks’
Sea Turtle Nesting and
Relocation Program. Sea turtles
are on the brink of extinction;
only 1 out of 100 will reach
maturity, so take care during
hatching times when they are
especially vulnerable. Use care
when boating and watch for
them when driving near
Miami’s beautiful beaches.
